Enjoy the Ride! 

     One of the most enjoyable things about riding motorcycles is finding the  

perfect road with just the right banking on the turns. I rode highway 108 last fall 

starting at Jamestown and ending around the town of Walker. This roller coaster 

goes up (10,000+ ft) and over the northern end of Yosemite through a section 

called the Dardanelles. It's a ride that you don't want to miss. I ran my bike hard 

through the turns, leaning just enough to balance myself and then quickly adjust 

for the next turn.  

     I've ridden through corners countless times both in vehicles and on my bike. 

The challenges are similar, but the risks are much greater on a motorcycle. I 

found myself making small adjustments on some of my turns, and it's due to a 

variety of things. 

     My biggest peeve in California are the Cal-Trans merge arrows. The paint is 
slick, and if you plan your turn without taking those into consideration, it can get 

more than a little unnerving. Remember to position yourself early so you can 

avoid these death daggers. 

     Mountain riding brings rock, sand, and gravel into play. I find myself  

running at right about the recommended speed in the turns. I know thatôs likely 

15 mph slower than you'd like to go, but coming around the turns on two wheels 

and hitting obstacles in a corner can quickly put you down. To avoid doing that,

you need to be sure of what lies ahead, so ride for conditions, always. Even in 

a corner that I ride every day, where I know every crack and ripple in the 

asphalt, I have to evaluate the road surface. I don't take the turn too wide, so I 

won't meet with someone who is cutting the turn or end up on the shoulder of 

the road and in gravel. I have learned to visualize trouble around a turn and 

decided that as much as I like jetting through, getting there alive is still a good 

practice. 

     The standard recommendation is to look as far as you can up the road and 

pick your line through the corner. Unless the road surface looks good to me, I 

won't be leaning over hard. Sometimes the hazard is not always visible like 

some liquids; diesel fuel, and antifreeze are virtually invisible on the road 

surface, but you can often smell their presence.   

     And, this time of year you will run into leaves covering the ground and 

making the road slippery. Ice is also a consideration for those who ride year 

round. The bottom line is the slower you are going, the more options you have 

for safe riding and stopping. 

     I thought I felt a moment of spring today, so I rode the bike to work and 
made my day that much more enjoyable.
