Tech Tip for April:  An Oil Change is NOT a òServiceó 

 We have many customers requesting an ñoil changeò at the recommended maintenance intervals of 2,500 or 
5,000 miles.  While an oil change is part of the recommended service, there is much more included in the standard  

services offered at Redwood H-D, and these additional services can save you a lot in safety, peace of mind, and repair 
bills down the road. For example, for most models, we recommend a less comprehensive service at 2,500 mile intervals 
with a more extensive services at 5,000 miles, 10,000 miles, etc. Even the less comprehensive service includes inspec-

tion of the rear belt, the transmission lubricant, the brake pads and discs, the fuel valves and lines, tire pressure and 
tread, throttle controls, operation of electrical equipment and switches, battery connections, oil and brake lines, and the 

air cleaner, in addition to changing the engine oil. 

 At 5,000 miles, for most models, add changing the primary and transmission lubricant, checking and adjusting 
the primary chain; checking clutch adjustment and the front fork bearing adjustment; lubricating speedometer cable, front 

brake lever, throttle control and clutch control cables; checking brake fluid reservoir; checking wheel spoke tightness; and 
checking spark plugs.  In addition, at both the 2,500 and 5,000 mile service intervals, we connect your bike to our Digital 
Technician, Harley-Davidsonôs diagnostic computer, to check proper operation of all your sensors and to upgrade your 

bikeôs ECM (computer brain) as needed. 

Stephõs Tip for April:  April is òCheck your Helmet Monthó 

 As the motorcycle riding season gets fired up, now is the time to make sure your helmet is ready for riding. 
During April's ñCheck Your Helmet Monthò and throughout the year, follow a few simple rules to make sure your helmet is 

ready. 

1. Fit is vital ï a helmet must fit properly to be effective, and not all helmets fit the same. A good fitting helmet should 

rest one inch above your eyebrows and shouldnôt roll forward or sideways on your head. 

2. They donôt last forever ï manufacturers and the SNELL Foundation recommend helmets be replaced every three to 
five years, depending on use. Glues, resins and other helmet materials break down over time and can make a hel-
met less effective. Every new Harley-Davidson helmet comes with a ñpurchased on dateò sticker that can be placed 

under the comfort liner for a quick reference. If you canôt find your date sticker, ask us how to find it or to check your 

purchase date. 

3. Keep it clean ï a clean and well cared for helmet will protect better and longer. Use a mild soap to wash the outer 

shell and internal liners. Never use solvents or chemicals for cleaning as they can destroy protective coatings. 

4. Mirrors are not hangers ï hanging a helmet on a motorcycleôs mirror can damage the impact absorbing liner inside.

Enjoy the Ride! 

 Passing other vehicles is one of those things we do routinely 

and rarely think twice about, but there is always danger there. One  

hazard is the "other" driver. You can't control another driverôs drinking,  

talking on the phone, conversing with other passengers, or just being 

plain distracted. But, you can make yourself more visible and easy to 

pick out from your surroundings. In particular, make sure your headlight 

is working and that you use the high beam during the daytime. That high 

beam not only makes you appear closer, but it can also separate you 

from the car behind you with its headlights on. Your headlight is more 

likely to get lost in those of the cars behind you near dawn or dusk,  

leaving an oncoming driver unable to see you when he decides to 

pass. If you have driving lights or spotlights, this is a good time to use 

them.  During midday, bright, solid colors on your helmet and jacket are  

probably most effective in making you conspicuous. Harley-Davidson 

makes a nice orange vest that I use during the day. At night time, you 

need reflective clothing to be more visible. 

 Overtaking another car usually involves passing through the 

driver's blind spot; making yourself conspicuous will help him see you 

before you hide there. However, you can also protect yourself by  

accelerating as you come alongside to minimize exposure time and by 

moving away from him, perhaps to a more distant lane, as you pass.  

 You can often predict when a driver is likely to move into a

More details 

different lane on a multi-lane road by watching traffic ahead of and 

around him. A shift of hands on the wheel, a slight turn of the head, or 

a slight drift from the lane position they have been holding are  

sometimes the only indication that they are coming your way. If the 

other driver is overtaking a slower car or the cars up ahead in his lane 

are slowing, you can expect him to jump lanes. Cars also tend to 

change lanes when following a large vehicle that they can't see past.  

Sometimes these slower vehicles catch them by surprise, making 

them more likely to lane-leap without checking their blind spots. Just 

like driving in your car, you know to study the flow of traffic and adjust 

your position on the highway to avoid being trapped between vehicles.   

 Many years ago, I avoided an accident that resulted when I 

passed a motor home on a two-lane road only to have another large 

vehicle pull out of a driveway into my path.  I squeezed next to the 

motor home and fit narrowly between the two vehicles. Thatôs just 

another thing to consider when you think it looks safe to pass.  

 Passing errors that would be mild fender-benders if two cars 

are involved can be fatal when one of the vehicles is a motorcycle. 

But, if you help other drivers see you and minimize their chances to 

connect by staying alert and using your bike's size and acceleration, 

you might make all your passes uneventful.
