Enjoy the Ride! you're on the other side of those bluish beams, you won't be
pleased. Remember, when bright lights are coming at you, ki
your eyes on the right edge of the road and plan your turns t
give yourself maximum cornering room. Slow it down at nigh
don't out run your headlights. Again, speed is dependent on
your ability to see down the road. Your reaction time slows
down considerably in the dark.

Generally speaking, your ability to see at night deteriorat:
age, and a disproportionately high rate of accidents occu
tween dusk and dawn. Ninety percent of a rider's reactior
pends on vision. When you add in roads with no overhea
ing, sensitivity to oncoming headlights, and the occasion:

If your bike has subpar lighting, consider adding dual running

lights; three properly aimed headlights are much more
noticeable than one. Some of the newer bikes seem to have
"dot" for a rear light that is not very visible until a driver is rigl
on top of the bike. Have a friend check your lights from a dis-
tance, and if you are hard to see when your buddy is looking
you, think about increasing your visibility.
