Enjoy The Ride! 

 I come from an industrial background where safety is 

the primary concern before any activities commence. To ride 

without leathers, gloves, face shield and yes, the dreaded wind 

shield puts you in a position to be seriously injured. 

 During the winter here on the north coast, our biggest 

hazard when riding is visibility, both for you and other drivers.  If 

you're going out in the rain, try to wear some bright clothing (I 

use a florescent orange vest).  Do slow down to a point where 

you give yourself plenty of room to bring the bike to a stop  

without skidding.   

 Other drivers will pull in front of you, but if you stay  

observant and keep some adequate space between you and the 

next driver, you'll be able to avoid an accident and also keep 

your cool.
