Experienced Riderôs Course 

I recently took the Redwood Region Motorcycle Training class at the big parking 

lot across from Redwood Acres. It was set up for the experienced rider and 

especially for our H.O.G. members. We had 10 riders there.  The instructors 

were knowledgeable and provided one-on-one feedback as we ran through each 

module. This training is done at low speeds (normally 20-25 mph) but presented 

me with a challenge of keeping my bike balanced while still in control. 

We weaved through cones, cornered in tight turns, and even made  

figure eight U-turns inside a box that was about 15 feet across. We were  

instructed on how to cross a road hazard that was directly in our path and how to 

swerve to avoid a hazard. My favorite was the emergency braking portion of the 

class. I found that my bike can stop quickly, in a short distance, without  

skidding. I was able to do so at about 40 mph in less distance than I thought 

possible. The use of both brakes is very important in this. 

memories and make our events more fun. Steelhead loves to have us every 
year and looks forward to it.

 Shop appreciation ride to Smugglerôs Cove brought back  
 memories of the Polar Bear Run. COLD! 
 
HOG Officer Training (HOT): The leadership team came back from this 
yearôs training with lots of new ideas and some new information that will, we 

hope, bring more fun and safety to our Chapter. There are some legal 
changes, that wonôt really affect the day to day functioning of the group.   

Swerving to avoid an object can work well when the object is fixed, but when 

itôs a moving object, like an animal or human, itôs much better to slow down first 

before attempting to swerve around it. Animals are unpredictable and few 

understand what goes on in the human mind. Applying the brakes at 60 mph, 

with reaction time included, will require about 200 feet to stop. If you've never 

stopped your bike at high speed, I suggest you start learning how by working at  

low speed stops and working up to higher speeds. You need to know how you 

handle your bike in this situation before it becomes a reality. 

Even if you think you know everything about operating your bike, this class will 

give you something that will increase your ability to ride safely. The most  

important part that I'm taking back with me is to practice these new skills every 

time I ride. Usually, we just pick a destination, get on the bike, and ride there. 

Now, I'm practicing the skills that I've learned while I get to the next destination.
