Ready to Ride? 

 June is here and just like that, you are prepping the bike and 

checking out your equipment for the long anticipated summer trip. Most 

of you have already made the mental list for traveling. Need some new 

tires? Better check before adding another two or three thousand more 

miles onto the old ones. If you can see the wear bars coming up, don't 

think that waiting till you get the last mile out of the old ones is going to 

save you money. Going into hot weather? Consider synthetic oil. The 

synthetic oil is designed for higher temperatures and can prevent a lot of 

frustration. Make sure your running lights are in working order, too. 

 How about your own physical condition?  Lengthy road trips 

can test your stamina. I have a group of friends that like to venture to 

new locations a couple of times each year. We camp......yeah, the real 

thing, except we don't spoon up like in the movie. Having a good air 

mattress and pillow will make for a good nightôs sleep. Make sure the 

sleeping bag has enough room to move around in so you don't wake 

yourself up when rolling over. A bad nightôs sleep requires more mental 

Officer Training.

Altitude sickness is a reality 

for us low-land dwellers. Your reaction time slows down at higher 

elevations and causes lower blood pressure. There is no cure except 

exposure. I plan to set the trip with sufficient times at increasing  

elevations to give us all the chance to reach equilibrium with the  

thinner air. Plan on taking an extra day or two to rest up during the trip 

so when you get back on the road you feel refreshed and ready to roll.
