Sturgis Ride by Danny H. 

 The trip out was beautiful! I rode through 

Eastern Oregon, Idaho, entered the southwest side of 

Yellowstone, then came out the northeastern end into 

Montana. I rode through the Beartooth Pass (which Iôd 

wanted to do for a long time); it was beautiful. I got to 

Sturgis on Monday afternoon. On Tuesday, I went to 

the Cheech and Chong/Billy Squires concert. We had 

thunderstorms and rain that lasted one and a half 

hours. I paid $65 for the tickets, so I wasn't about to 

leave! I stayed and played half of the day on Wednes-

day in Sturgis and Rapid City (to get my pin), but then 

packed up my stuff and was on my way. I'd been there 

before and had seen everything I needed to see. Plus, 

I left early because I wanted to make it to my nephew's 

wedding in Sacramento on Saturday. I took highways 

all the way back. I got through South Dakota and Wyo-

ming without a hitch; it was great weather. But, as 

soon as I got to Utah, the Bike Gods wanted to test me. There were 70+ mph winds, 

then a white-out (due to salt blowing all over); authorities closed Hwy. 80 due to the 

winds. Police were rerouting everyone. I was patiently waiting, along with everyone 

else but then some other bikers rode by me on the side of the road, determined to 

pass. I decided to follow the other bikers. We went through the police block (because 

they were busy rerouting other vehicles); the police saw us but didn't pursue us. I 

have to say that it wasn't very smart of us. The winds were treacherous; I had to keep 

my speed to 45-50 mph, because if I went any faster, the bike felt like it was going to 

be pushed over. We endured this for 40-50 miles; my hands were like vise grips on 

the handlebars. I finally got through the winds and white out and then went straight 

from salt to smoke! Apparently, there was a fire in the mountains, and smoke was 

crossing the highway. It really sucked! I had come too far and was too far away from 

anything to stop, so I (along with the other two bikers) pressed on. 

 I finally got through the smoke, and just my luck, the temperature dropped, 

and I hit rain and wind, not as strong as the 70+ mph stuff, but still, it was bad, cold 

weather. When I got west of Truckee, I finally had some sun and had only to deal 

with the traffic at that point. I did make it to my nephewôs wedding. And, I couldn't 

believe how dirty my bike was! It had sand, salt, and crud all over it. It took me about 

two hours just to make sure all the salt was off of there. Well, I have good memories 

of the ride (except for the bad weather) and highly recommend the ride to everyone!

eight seconds, if necessary! Slow way, way down; and, if you are sweep 
(the last bike), try to block the lane so no one else can pass the pack. 
Passing vehicles can and do throw rocks at you and your bike. 

 Rocks can catch between belts and chains and cut or break them. 
The Harleys that we all ride are not made to be dirt bikes and they do not 
do well trying. The bike in front of you can kick up rocks and hit you or your 
bike. Keep your distance and protect both of you .If another vehicle, in ei-
ther direction, enters your area, get out of their way; they often throw rocks 
all over. 

 If you must brake, use the back brake and do so very lightly. Go 
as slow as you can and try to keep from throwing rocks up into your chain, 
belt or your buddyôs new (or old, as the case may be) paint job. Keep in 
mind that once you are clear of the gravel, do not speed up right away. 
Travel a mile or so, gently speed up, and allow any rocks caught in the tire 
tread to loosen.
